THE OUZO INCIDENT - the final
words

In my maritime “career” there have

recall an incident that created so much
concern in the sea going community as the tragéttyeocOUZO
(which has been referred to in four previous atich this
august publication — and not only by mel!) It wamterest to
cruising yachtsman (both sail and power), the Ntagtand
Coastguard Agency (MCA), all professional seameayaged in
the coastal trade or deep sea, if a regular visit@ritish ports,
and all those engaged in training, whether smaisekpleasure
or deep sea professional. However can | ask myersdtbw
many of them remember the presumed loss of THE BGr
that matter, any of the other “disappearances” theears
from vessels sailing from British ports.

THE EGG'’s demisewas so sad. We saw her in Yarmouth
Harbour very late in the 1969 season when we we@ed only
some 20 feet away: on the end of ‘A’ line whilseskas just
around the bend in the much shallower water of @ldmat
mooring. She was 8 feet overall and built in thepghof an egg
with a small mast (less than the height of a 12 @twghy’s), a
cushion seated “hole” aft for a cockpit, a tinyad —
comprising bunk, stove and WC accessed from thkpiband a
boom (that had been taken off for the winter). The
Harbourmaster told me that she was deemed unsikiolugh
you wouldn’t get him to sail in her for all the teaChina! THE
EGG was due to depart for the Faroe Islands, Idel@neenland
and eventually Canada in the spring. There wasadl sm
paragraph in the Isle of Wight County Press thamyher cut
out and sent me upon THE EGG's departure and ongyof
former crew sent me a miniscule cutting from “Ytscand
Yachting” and that was that. The following Autumwas

What is the relevanceof this to the loss of the OUZO? Quite
simply both of these disappeared in unknown circantes.
THE EGG was built to be unsinkable unless run dawrshe hit
something such as an iceberg, or some jetsam lemainl from
my Shetland days just how much of the latter thieea was in
those northern seas: not only detritus from thesRinsand
Eastern European fishing fleets but also huge anfliimber
that had been carried as deck cargo and had falierboard in
foul weather. OUZO, on the other hand, was a vealhtl
modern yacht (being a Sailfish 25) that should sftoat unless
she was run aground, overwhelmed, or hit in agioli. The
mystery of THE EGG has never been solved but neftas the
loss of the OUZO. However in both these casezthvere
things that were not right.

As James Stevens of & IRas
written “the cause of the loss of OUZO may nevekibewn, but
the most likely reason was that she was swampezhssing
very close to THE PRIDE OF BILBAO.”

Just like THE EGG we shall never know the full story of the
tragic loss of OUZO.

Until that time the most commonly used distress call was the
“CQD” signal ( ~*~* ~~*~ ~*) which was opeto
misinterpretation. This was used worldwide by Mauico
operators but was never adopted as an internattevadiard. At
the second International Radiotelegraphic Convaeritial906
the now familiar SOS ( *** ~~~ ***) was adoptdd become

effective on 1 July, 1908. Of course as in all things, technology

has moved on dramatically since 1908 and Morse @ae
replaced as an international standard for Maritime
Communication in 1999 by the Global Maritime DisgeSafety
System — the signal SOS however lives on as a nésed) way
of summoning help be it by flashing with a torcbusding by
foghorn, spelt out with rocks on a beach, blowraavhistle etc.
There is no doubtthat many, many people owe their lives to
those three dots, three dashes and three dotsteiicénception
and it will be interesting to see if they survivea the future
now that the Morse Code is no longer widely used agans of
communication. | sincerely hope that in the worfithe Rolling
Stones it won't “Just Fade Away.”

Friday 4 July
In 2006 the summer sailex started from Largs and over two
weeks sailed around Kintyre and the islands of @rtslay,
Jura, Mull and Bute. This year the plan was tot $tatther north
and explore Skye and the Outer Hebrides.

Monday 7 July

A frustrating day was spent at anchor waiting far gales to
subside. Some crew went ashore by dinghy whilerstsiayed
aboard lest anchors should drag. The potentiaglafisliof Loch
Maddy were not seen at their best, though somesthagping
was done. Skippers and pilots reviewed plans awdstdecided
in the light of the continued forecasts of galeefs northerly
winds to revise our intention to head north to Earlon Harris
and then around the north of Skye. This would haeant long
passages and some rigorous sailing against windvawd and
so not particularly pleasant. Instead it was agtedtbad east
across the Little Minch to the west coast of Skye then work
our way south, exploring various lochs. In the Eternoon the
gales ameliorated, the boats ceased their gyratiotisay more



calmly at anchor. After a brief debate on whetlesdt off in
late afternoon during a window of better weatharearly start
the next morning was agreed to catch the besteofidie. Thus

After breakfast (fresh mackerel for some), buoys were let go
and anchors weighed at 0815.

Thus was completed the best sustained sail of &ekwvoiding

That eveningboth crews cleaned the boats and got ready for an
early departure the next morning.

TOG Sailex 2008; The Hebridean Cruise - what really

The first day out of Ardvasar on
the South West of Skye was a truly
scenic experience.

- Nigel McMillan E-COLREGS . or the shape of things to come?
The COLREGS are rightfully considered by all mariners to be
the primary rules of the sea. They have evolved many years
and the latest regulations, which date from 19&®gelproven to
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be very effective in use. In fact, the collisiohattstill occur are
almost invariably shown to be the result of onenore parties
not adhering to them. Such contravention is a senmatter and
therefore a court of law will normally apportiorabte as to
what actions contravened the rules.

It is not expectedthat things have changed much since a
Nautical Institute (NI) survey in 2002 found that to 24 per
cent of experienced mariners were suggesting cewfsaction
to a defined scenario that apparently contravehed t
COLREGS.

The rules to avoid collisionshould be made in ample time and
with due regard to the observance of good sean@aEhs$vome
seafarers wonder whether the COLREGS should begeldaio
require vessels crossing separation lanes to katepf the way
of vessels travelling along the lanes, which shetdehd on. A
similar strategy is common amongst leisure sailotis self -
preservation in mind. They avoid getting into sitoias where
they become the stand-on vessel to anything appimmathe
size of a ship!

The conceptof one vessel maintaining its course - the stamd-o
vessel - and the other taking a defined avoidirigads an
important aspect of the modem Collision Regulatidingas

first proposed by the French authorities, as loygas 1863.
The only exception to this general case is the fogasituation
for power vessels, where experience has showrbtthtshould
alter course to starboard.

Since 1972here have only been a small number of minor
amendments to the Collision Regulations. One ch#magehas
been recently proposed at IMO will be further digsrd at the
next NAV meeting. This is a detailed amendment iat
intended to keep leisure craft below 20 metresmyth out of
the way of larger vessels. What is interestingpésamount of
consternation that it is causing to institutionat tftepresent
professional seafarers. This is not because thainlers
wouldn't prefer leisure craft to keep out of theay but for a
whole host of practical considerations, not lehat the
complexity of the rules, as currently proposed,ldidead to the
possibility of an increase in the number of accideAny
proposed changes to the COLREGS are rightly tresitbdthe
utmost caution. It's not that they are perfectgyoposed
changes often solve one problem at the expens#rotiucing
many more. However, there are some fimdamentalctspe
the present COLREGS that may not be compatible tivih
future conduct of vessels in an e-Navigation age.

Eight of the rules are specific to the 'conduct of vessels in sight
of one another'. Only one applies specifically éssels in
restricted visibility. Amongst other aspects, ite&g good
cautionary instructions when the presence of othssels is
detected by radar alone.
